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Purpose

STUDENT CODE OF CONDUCT

The Student Code of Conduct is the district’s resedo the requirements
of Chapter 37 of the Texas Education Code.

The Code provides methods and options for managjudents in the
classroom and on school grounds, disciplining sitsjJeand preventing
and intervening in student discipline problems.

The law requires the district to define miscondbet may—or must—
result in a range of specific disciplinary consetes including removal
from a regular classroom or campus, suspensioogplant in a
disciplinary alternative education program (DAE®)expulsion from
school.

This Student Code of Conduct has been adoptedebialvarro ISD
Board of Trustees and developed with the advidgbetistrict-level
committee. This Code provides information to ptsemd students
regarding standards of conduct, consequences ebndsict, and
procedures for administering discipline.

In accordance with state law, the Code will be pdstt each school
campus or will be available for review at the défiaf the campus
principal. Parents will be notified of any conduailation that may result
in a student being suspended, placed in a DAEBx@elled.

Because the Student Code of Conduct is adoptelebgtistrict’s board of
trustees, it has the force of policy; thereforecase of conflict between
the Code and the student handbook, the Code veMgol:

Reporting Crimes

Revoking Transfers

School District Authority and Jurisdiction

School rules and the authority of the district dongnister discipline apply
whenever the interest of the district is involved,or off school grounds,
in conjunction with or independent of classes arttbsl-sponsored
activities.

The district has disciplinary authority over a €tntd

1. During the regular school day and while the studegbing to and
from school on district transportation;

2. During lunch periods in which a student is allowedeave campus;

3. While the student is in attendance at any schdated activity,
regardless of time or location;

4. For any school-related misconduct, regardlessw tor location;

5. When retaliation against a school employee or wekemoccurs or is
threatened, regardless of time or location;

6. When criminal mischief is committed on or off schpmperty or at a
school-related event;

7. For certain offenses committed within 300 feetafaol property as
measured from any point on the school’s real ptydgevundary line;

8. For certain offenses committed while on school propor while
attending a school-sponsored or school-relatedigctf another
district in Texas;

9. When the student commits a felony, as provided dyc&tion Code
37.006 or 37.0081; and

10.When the student is required to register as a Herder.

The district has the right to search a vehicleafrito school by a student
and parked on school property whenever there soreble cause to
believe it contains articles or materials prohithibg the district.

The district has the right to search a studentkdowhen there is
reasonable suspicion to believe it contains adiolematerials prohibited
by the district.

School administrators will report crimes as requiiog law and will call
local law enforcement when an administrator suspibett a crime has
been committed on campus.

The district has the right to revoke the transfeat aonresident student for
violating the district’'s Code.



Standards for Student Conduct

Each student is expected to:
Demonstrate courtesy, even when others do not.
Behave in a responsible manner, always exercigligiscipline.
Attend all classes, regularly and on time.

Prepare for each class; take appropriate matemasassignments to
class.

Meet district and campus standards of groomingdaass.
Obey all campus and classroom rules.

Respect the rights and privileges of studentshierac and other
district staff and volunteers.

Respect the property of others, including dispictperty and
facilities.

Cooperate with and assist the school staff in ra@img safety, order,
and discipline.

Adhere to the requirements of the Student Codeooiddct.



General Conduct Violations

The categories of conduct below are prohibitecchbsl and all school-
related activities, but the list does not incluide most serious offenses. In
the subsequent sections on Suspension, DAEP Plateiacement
and/or Expulsion for Certain Serious Offenses, Brplulsion, severe
offenses that require or permit specific consegegmee listed. Any
offense, however, may be serious enough to rastemoval from the

Engage in conduct that constitutes dating violemezuding the
intentional use of physical, sexual, verbal, or 8amal abuse to harm,
threaten, intimidate, or control another persormwihom the student
has or has had a dating relationship.

Engage in inappropriate or indecent exposure efpgibody parts.
Participate in hazing. (See glossary)

Cause an individual to act through the use of matof force
(coercion).

Commit extortion or blackmail (obtaining money or @bject of value
from an unwilling person).

Use the Internet or other electronic communicattorthireaten district
students, employees, or volunteers, including dfbs| property if the
conduct causes a substantial disruption to theatidunal environment.

Send or post electronic messages that are abuadiseene, sexually
oriented, threatening, harassing, damaging to anstheputation, or
illegal, including off school property if the conciicauses a
substantial disruption to the educational environine

Discipline Management Techniques

Discipline will be designed to improve conduct daégncourage students
to adhere to their responsibilities as membere@tthool community.
Disciplinary action will draw on the professionaipment of teachers and
administrators and on a range of discipline manage¢nechniques.
Discipline will be correlated to the seriousnesshef offense, the student’s
age and grade level, the frequency of misbehatherstudent’s attitude,
the effect of the misconduct on the school envirentnand statutory
requirements.

Because of these factors, discipline for a paricaffense (unless
otherwise specified by law) may bring into consadem varying
techniques and responses.

The discipline of students with disabilities is gdb to applicable state
and federal law in addition to the Student Cod€ahduct. To the extent
any conflict exists, state and/or federal law yiivail.

In accordance with the Education Code, a studentig/lenrolled in a
special education program may not be disciplineadémduct meeting the
definition of bullying, harassment, or making hst$ (see glossary) until
an ARD committee meeting has been held to reviexctnduct.

In deciding whether to order suspension, DAEP pread, or expulsion,
the district will take into consideration a disalyithat substantially
impairs the student’s capacity to appreciate thengfulness of the
student’s conduct.

The following discipline management techniques tayised—alone or
in combination—for behavior prohibited by the Stad€ode of Conduct
or by campus or classroom rules:

Verbal correction, oral or written.
Cooling-off time or “time-out.”
Seating changes within the classroom.

Temporary confiscation and fines for items thatui$ the educational
process.

Rewards or demerits.

Behavioral contracts.

Counseling by teachers, counselors, or adminig&ggtersonnel.
Parent-teacher conferences.

Grade reductions for cheating, plagiarism, andthsraise permitted
by policy.
Detention.

The principal or appropriate administrator will ifipt student’s parent by
phone or in writing of any violation that may retsal a suspension,
placement in a DAEP, or expulsion. NotificationMaé made within three
school days after the administrator becomes awfatesoviolation.

Parental questions or complaints regarding distpyi measures should
be addressed to the teacher or campus administrasaappropriate, and
in accordance with policy FNG(LOCAL).

Removal from the Regular Educational Setting

In addition to other discipline management techegjumisconduct may
result in removal from the regular educationalisgtin the form of a
routine referral or a formal removal.

Routine Referral A routine referral occurs when a teacher sendadest to the principal’s
office as a discipline management technique. Thecipal may then
employ additional techniques.

Formal Removal A teacher or administratonay remove a student from class for a behavior
that violates this Code to maintain effective diice in the classroom. A
teachemay also initiate a formal removal from class if:

1. The student’s behavior has been documented beHuher as
repeatedly interfering with the teacher’s abiliytéach his or her class
or with the student’s classmates’ ability to leaon;

2. The behavior is so unruly, disruptive, or abusha the teacher
cannot teach, and the students in the classroonotésarn.

A teacher or administratonust remove a student from class if the student
engages in behavior that under the Education Ceglg@nes or permits the
student to be placed in a DAEP or expelled. Wieemaving for those
reasons, the procedures in the subsequent seomdDAEP or expulsion
will be followed. Otherwise, within three schoayd of the formal
removal, the appropriate administrator will schedallconference with the
student’s parent; the student; the teacher, icdise of removal by a
teacher; and any other administrator.

At the conference, the appropriate administratdirimfiorm the student of
the misconduct for which he or she is charged hactbnsequences. The
administrator will give the student an opporturid@ygive his or her
version of the incident.

When a student is removed from the regular classropa teacher and a
conference is pending, the principal may placesthdent in:

Misconduct

Process

Suspension

Students may be suspended for any behavior listétei Code as a
general conduct violation, DAEP offense, or expge#apffense.

In deciding whether to order suspension, the diswill take into
consideration:

1. Self-defense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the studerdaged in the conduct,
and

3. The student’s disciplinary history.

State law allows a student to be suspended forare than three school
days per behavior violation, with no limit on thenmber of times a student
may be suspended in a semester or school year.

Before being suspended a student will have annmibconference with
the appropriate administrator, who shall advisestihéent of the conduct
of which he or she is accused. The student witjizen the opportunity
to explain his or her version of the incident beftre administrator’'s
decision is made.

The number of days of a student’s suspension williétermined by the
appropriate administrator, but will not exceed ¢hsehool days.

The appropriate administrator will determine anstrietions on
participation in school-sponsored or school-relaenlacurricular and
cocurricular activities.

A student who is expelled for an offense that otlee would have
resulted in a DAEP placement does not have to &eedlin DAEP in
addition to the expulsion.

In deciding whether to order placement in a DAHER, district will take
into consideration:

1. Self-defense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the studergagyed in the conduct,
and

3. The student’s disciplinary history.

A studentmay be placed in a DAEP for behaviors prohibited i& th
General Conduct Violations section of this Code.

In accordance with state law, a studewaty be placed in a DAEP for any
one of the following offenses:

Involvement in a public school fraternity, sorority secret society,
including participating as a member or pledge,ahicging another
person to become a pledge or member of a publoodcraternity,
sorority, secret society, or gang.

Involvement in criminal street gang activity. (Sgessary)
Criminal mischief, not punishable as a felony.

In accordance with state law, a studeraty be placed in a DAEP if the
superintendent or the superintendent’s designeedaasnable belief (see
glossary) that the student has engaged in conduncsipable as a felony,
other than those listed as offenses involving ynjora person in Title 5
(see glossary) of the Texas Penal Code, that ootusshool property
and not at a school-sponsored or school-relatedteife¢he student’s
presence in the regular classroom threatens tleéysaffother students or
teachers or will be detrimental to the educatigmatess.

The appropriate administratoray, but is not required to, place a student
in a DAEP for off-campus conduct for which DAEP qgdanent is required
by state law if the administrator does not havededge of the conduct
before the first anniversary of the date the cohdacurred.

When a student is removed from class for a DAEBnG#€, the appropriate
administrator will schedule a conference withirethschool days with the
student’s parent, the student, and the teachéngicase of a teacher
removal.

At the conference, the appropriate administratdirimfiorm the student,
orally or in writing, of the reasons for the rembaad will give the
student an explanation of the basis for the remarédlan opportunity to
respond to the reasons for the removal.

Following valid attempts to require attendance,district may hold the
conference and make a placement decision regamfledsether the
student or the student’s parents attend the camfere

After the conference, if the student is placechen DAEP, the appropriate
administrator will write a placement order. A capijthe DAEP
placement order will be sent to the student andsthéent’s parent.

Not later than the second business day after thiepence, the board’s
designee will deliver to the juvenile court a caythe placement order
and all information required by Section 52.04 & ramily Code.

If the student is placed in the DAEP and the lerajtblacement is
inconsistent with the guidelines included in thisd€, the placement order
will give notice of the inconsistency.

The duration of a student’s placement in a DAEPR béldetermined by
the campus administrator.

The duration of a student’s placement will be deteed on a case-by-
case basis. DAEP placement will be correlatethi¢cseriousness of the
offense, the student’s age and grade level, tlipiénecy of misconduct,
the student’s attitude, and statutory requirements.
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Disciplinary Alternative Education Program
(DAEP) Placement

The maximum period of DAEP placement shall be alercar year
except as provided below.

Exceeds One Year Placement in a DAEP may exceed one year when awdw the district
determines that:

1. The student is a threat to the safety of otheresttglor to district
employees, or

2. Extended placement is in the best interest of tingesit.

The statutory limitations on the length of a DAHRgement do not apply
to a placement resulting from the board’s decistmoplace a student who
engaged in the sexual assault of another studethasthe students are not
assigned to the same campus.

Exceeds School Year Students who commit offenses requiring placemeatMAEP at the end
of one school year may be required to continueplatement at the start
of the next school year to complete the assigned ¢ placement.

For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond the erideoéchool year, the
district hearing officer must determine that:

1. The student’s presence in the regular classrootamipus presents a
danger of physical harm to the student or others, o

2. The student has engaged in serious or persistshbemavior (see
glossary) that violates the district’'s Code.

Exceeds 60 Days For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond 60 dayseoend of the next
grading period, whichever is sooner, a studenttemawill be given
notice and the opportunity to participate in a pexting before the board
or the board’s designee.

Appeals Questions or complaints from parents regardingiglisary measures
should be addressed to the campus administrati@gdordance with
policy FNG(LOCAL).

Disciplinary consequences will not be deferred pegthe outcome of an
appeal. The decision to place a student in a DA&@t be appealed
beyond the board.

Restrictions during State law prohibits a student placed in a DAERdasons specified in
Placement state law from attending or participating in schspbnsored or school-
related extracurricular activities.

A student placed in a DAEP will not be providechsportation unless he
or she is a student with a disability who has tpanttion designated as a
related service in the student’s IEP.

For seniors assigned to a DAEP who are eligiblgréauate, the
placement in the program will continue through gigtcbn, and the
student will not be allowed to participate in thradpation ceremony and
related graduation activities.

A student placed in a DAEP will be provided a rewigf his or her status,
including academic status, by the campus admindsted intervals not to
exceed 120 days. In the case of a high schooéstuthe student’s
progress toward graduation and the student’s gtemuplan will also be
reviewed. At the review, the student or the sttidgrarent will be given
the opportunity to present arguments for the sttisleaturn to the regular
classroom or campus. The student may not be edumthe classroom
of a teacher who removed the student without #eathier's consent.

If during the term of placement in a DAEP the studengages in
additional conduct for which placement in a DAEReRpulsion is
required or permitted, additional proceedings magdnducted, and the
appropriate administrator may enter an additiorsdiglinary order as a
result of those proceedings.

The office of the prosecuting attorney will nottfye district if a student
was placed in a DAEP for certain offenses including felony, unlawful
restraint, indecent exposure, assault, deadly aintirroristic threats,
organized crime, certain drug offenses, or possessia weapon, and:

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Knuckles is any instrument consisting of finger rings oagils made of a hard substance
and designed or adapted for inflicting serious lyadjury or death by striking a person
with a fist enclosed in the knuckles.

Machine gunis any firearm that is capable of shooting moemnttwo shots
automatically, without manual reloading, by a safyinction of the trigger.

Mandatory means that something is obligatory or requirechbse of an authority.

Paraphernalia are devices that can be used for inhaling, inggstnjecting, or
otherwise introducing a controlled substance inbai@an body.

Persistent misbehavioris two or more violations of the Code in generatepeated
occurrences of the same violation.

Possessiomeans to have an item on one’s person or in grexsonal property,
including but not limited to clothing, purse, ordipack; a private vehicle used for
transportation to or from school or school-relaaetivities, including but not limited to
an automobile, truck, motorcycle, or bicycle; oy ather school property used by the
student, including but not limited to a locker @sH.

Public school fraternity, sorority, secret societypr gangmeans an organization

conduct; terroristic threat; aiding a person to potrsuicide; and tampering with a
consumer product.

Under the influencemeans lacking the normal use of mental or phy$azallties.
Impairment of a person’s physical or mental faesltmay be evidenced by a pattern of
abnormal or erratic behavior, the presence of glaysymptoms of drug or alcohol use,
or by admission. A student “under the influence&d not be legally intoxicated to
trigger disciplinary action.

Usemeans voluntarily introducing into one’s body,dnyy means, a prohibited
substance.

Zip gun is a device or combination of devices, not orifjna firearm, but adapted to
expel a projectile through a smooth-bore or riftede barrel by using the energy
generated by an explosion or burning substance.
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
